Youth Red Cross unit of Sanatan Dharma College, Ambala Cantt organized one of the biggest 

Vaccination camp in Haryana during this tough time of COVID – 19 Pandemic and has been 

playing a vital role for fighting against this hard time by giving vaccination to the people of 18+ 

age. Youth Red Cross unit is regularly making the efforts for making the public vaccinated and 

for the complete eradication of this virus. Keeping in view that vaccination is the only weapon to 

fight against this deadly virus volunteers of Youth Red Cross unit of the college in association 

with the health department Govt. of Haryana motivated the people in the city and the nearby 

villages of the district to get vaccinated for the safety and security of the common citizens. 

During this movement volunteer of YRC unit repeatadly visited the slum areas of Ambala Cantt 

like Hijra Basti, Mochi Mandi, Deha Mandi, Village Khojkipur etc. 

 
Anil Vij by 

strictly following the concept of social distancing. Volunteers managed the vaccination camp so 

enthusiastically that during the initial two months (i.e. May and June) around 600 people got 

vaccinated everyday with the 1st & 2nd dose of Covishield and Covaxin and made this camp a 

super success.. The camp has been running in the premises of the college from the last 4 months 

i.e. from 1st of May 2021 from 10am to 3pm and successfully more than 20000 persons has been 

vaccinated. Keeping in view the convenience of persons who comes without prior registration 

provision of on the spot registration is also made for those by the volunteers. The Camp is being 

organized after assessing the potential impact of the outbreak, potential benefits of a mass 

vaccination campaign and the potential risk of increased COVID – 19 transmissions with the 

mass. The unit has also tailored strategies to enable safest, most effective delivery of vaccination 

campaign like physical distancing, providing vaccination at empty, well-ventilated, frequently 

disinfected premises with proper arrangements of hand sanitizer and hand washing stations at the 

entrance to vaccination sites etc. The whole drive is being run YRC in collaboration with the 

special medical team of Dr. Yogita of PHC Chabbiyana, Ambala Cantt. This team is specially 

deputed for this vaccination drive The Volunteers along with the medical team visited the house 
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of senior citizens and differently-abled people as and when required for getting them vaccinated.
